“But this time I thought I would get a lower price ticket so I could
buy more and play with my wife at home.”

The evening almost got away from the couple before they remembered that Chad
had brought home seven Rivalry Riches tickets. They planned on scratching three
tickets apiece, and whoever won the most got to scratch the last ticket.

“Kristen scratched off the big ticket. She played the game and it was actually the very
last prize spot on the ticket that had the $50,000 winning symbol,” Pomerenke
added. “She didn’t say anything at first, but then she turned white and handed me
the ticket to see. She won the contest that night for sure.”

The only issue with the prize was the location of the winning symbol! “My wife and
I are both Kansas State graduates, and both of our kids also attend school in
Manhattan,” Pomerenke said.
